Please read carefully as there has been a change in policy related to medications.  This is in compliance with Lake Ann’s medication policy.

1. Students are not allowed to have any medication with them, prescribed or over-the-counter.  All medications must be given to the chaperones to dispense at camp.  The exceptions to this are respiratory inhalers and epinephrine pens. 

2. If your student takes any prescription medications they must be listed above and be in their original container with the student’s name; drug name, dosage and frequency on the label.

3. Over-the-counter medications such as Tylenol, Tylenol sinus, ibuprofen, Benadryl, Neosporin, tums, sunscreen, insect repellent etc., will be available as needed and dispensed by the chaperones.

4. If your student wants to bring their own over-the-counter medications they must be in their original container.  Write your student’s name on the container along with the dose they usually take.  They will be kept by the chaperones to dispense as needed/requested.

5. All medications should be placed in a zip lock bag with the student’s name written on the bag.

I fully understand that I am giving permission for a Stevenson Instrumental Music Program representative to give child the prescribed medications as listed above (if any) and over-the-counter medication should the need arise. I have listed all known allergies and medications that my child cannot take.
